I am writing to voice my concern about and opposition to Georgetown University's Proposed 10-year Campus Plan.
 
I am a resident of Georgetown and have experienced the impacts of Georgetown University's expansion that, to date, have taken the form of increased noise, trash, traffic, and student misconduct.  In my neighborhood, I have witnessed (insert example).
Key elements of the plan that I oppose are: 
· Significantly increasing graduate student enrollment.  Georgetown University has already increased enrollment by over 142% in the past 10 years - 60% more than what was presented to the District of Columbia in the 2000-2010 Campus Plan. 

· Providing no additional undergraduate on-campus housing. 

· adding more parking spaces thereby creating more traffic and congestion on neighborhood streets
Given these initiatives and the overall expansion called for in the proposed plan, the District of Columbia needs to ensure responsible growth.  The high number of students that exist today along with the projected growth will lead to negative impacts and exacerbate issues that residents face daily; including poor maintenance of rental student housing, intolerable noise, and a range of objectionable behavior caused by students living off campus.  
 
I urge you to work with the Citizens Association of Georgetown to modify the Plan and minimize the adverse impacts on the community. CAG recommends the following changes to 
the plan: 
  

· build more student housing on the traditional campus 

· Re-adopt the University's goal of housing 100% of undergraduates on campus 

· Link enrollment increases to on-campus housing availability 

· Strengthen sanctions to eliminate disorderly student behavior in residential areas

· limit traffic and parking in the neighborhoods
